Ethos Recycling aims to create a local solution
to this issue in Western Australia through providing
sporting and health clubs with an easy, cost-free way
to recycle their waste, and make some cash while
doing it.

Ethos Recycling has become a part of the solution
by providing:

e A mobile container collection service;
e A permanent over the counter service;
An aggregation point for beverage containers.

About Containers for Change.

On 1 October 2020, Containers for Change was
launched here in Western Australia. This government
initiative aims to reduce litter and increase recycling
at no cost to the consumer. Under the Containers

for Change scheme, participants receive 10 cents

for every eligible container they return. This means
Western Australians now have the chance to make
real change and earn cash while they do it.

By recycling through Containers for Change
you help to:

Provide opportunities for social enterprise
and benefits for community organisations

Eligible Containers.

Most aluminium, glass, plastic, steel and liquid
paperboard drink containers between 150ml and 3L
are eligible for the 10-cent refund.

Milk and wine bottles are a no-go.

How Ethos Recycling Works.

Ethos Recycling will provide your business with

an empty refund pod that your business will
subsequently fill with eligible used containers. When
your pod is close to full, simply call Ethos Recycling
and we will swap out your full pod for a clean, empty
one. We will then transport your pod to either the Del
Park Roadhouse or Cue Roadhouse refund points,
process your refund and deposit it into your specified
bank account. The service Ethos Recycle offers is of
no cost to your business and provides your business

with a way to make some extra cash!

FILL CALL SWAP TRANSPORT REFUND
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Sporting/Health Clubs.

Everybody knows that exercise is thirsty work! Just
think about how many single-use water bottles

are disposed at your sporting or health club during
the year. You'll probably end up with a figure in

the hundreds, if not thousands! (Ethos Recycling is
willing to wager that these water bottles ended up
going straight in the rubbish bin, too.) It's time to
encourage a change in your community’s behaviour
by encouraging club members to deposit their used
water bottles in your club’s designated refund pod.
Ethos Recycling moves pods to and from events very
quickly, all clubs need to do is call us the day before
an event and we’'ll have a pod ready to go on the oval
within a few hours. Not to mention, Ethos will pick up
your pod, have it processed the next day and refund
your Recycling Revenue within 24 hours. Utilising
Ethos’s pods at events will remove thousands of
eligible containers from landfill annually, contribute
towards creating a sustainable future for Western
Australia, and providing extra much-needed funding
your club. It's really a win-win situation!
